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Sexton’s Manor Primary School
Admissions Appeals Timetable for September 2026 Entry
This timetable applies to children applying for a Reception place to start in September 2026.
All admission appeals for Sexton’s Manor Primary School are administered in line with the School Admissions Appeals Code, Suffolk County Council’s Education Appeals Office procedures, and All Saints Schools Trust expectations for statutory compliance.
Appeals are heard by an independent panel arranged through Suffolk County Council. 

1. National Offer Day
Thursday 16 April 2026
On this date, parents will receive the outcome of their school place application from Suffolk County Council.

2. Deadline for Lodging an Appeal
Parents wishing to appeal must submit a Notice of Appeal to the Suffolk Education Appeals Office within 20 school days of National Offer Day.
Deadline: Friday 22 May 2026
This mirrors the required timeline in Suffolk and the Hardwick model, where appeals are lodged approximately 20 school days after offer day.

3. Appeal Hearing Dates
In accordance with statutory requirements, appeals lodged on time must be heard within 40 school days of the deadline for appeals being received. 
For appeals submitted by the 22 May 2026 deadline:
Scheduled Hearing Window
Between Monday 22 June 2026 and Friday 17 July 2026
Parents will receive:
· At least 10 school days’ notice of the hearing date
· The school’s case and any supporting documents no later than 6 school days before the hearing
· A decision letter within 5 school days of the hearing, wherever possible
(As required under the School Admissions Appeals Code). 
Hearings will be held remotely (usually via Microsoft Teams), in line with Suffolk’s current practice.


4. Late Appeals
Appeals submitted after Friday 22 May 2026 will still be arranged, but:
· They may be heard after the end of the summer term
· They will be heard within 30 school days of the appeal being lodged, as required nationally and indicated in Hardwick’s model and SCC guidance.


5. In‑Year Admission Appeals (2026–2027)
If a child is refused a place at Sexton’s Manor Primary School outside the normal Reception admissions round:
· Appeals must be heard within 30 school days of the appeal being lodged
· This applies to any year group

Parents should submit appeal forms to the SCC Education Appeals Office.
