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A highly successful sports week took place where children participated in a range of planned activities which included: 
Explore Outdoor providing Team Challenges, Orienteering, Archery, and Climbing Wall for KS2. & Team Games, Scavenger Hunt, Soft Archery, and Dodgeball for KS1.  
Sporting Community Trust providing Tumble Club Activities and Fun Races for Early Years.  Also Mini Athletics provided athletics activities for Early Years.
Year 1 and 2 took part in Cricket sessions courtesy of Bury Hockey Club.
Our Annual Sports Day took place during this week where children competed against each other to score points for their colour team.
 During the week the children had a visit from a local athlete Matt Stearn who inspired the children when talking about his experiences when competing in Ironman competitions and when competing for England in Polo Cross. This was followed by our very own Miss Stearn providing an introduction to polo cross for each class from Rec-Y6.
Throughout the week Pupils participated in the physical activities enthusiastically and a positive attitude towards exercise and physical activity was evident.




The school took part in 13 Inter School Festivals /Competitions this year which is an increase of 3 from last year.  52 pupils took part in at least one of these Festival / Competitions.  This is an increase of 9 pupils from last year.  The mixed football team won the Bury School Tournament and progressed to the County Finals.  Also for the first time we had enough girls confident enough to make up a team to represent the school at the Bury Schools Girls Football Tournament. 

3 different physical activity / sports clubs other than football were on offer at different times of the year for KS1 children and 4 were on offer to KS2 children.  12 different KS1 children took part in at least 1 or more of these clubs and 24 different KS2 children took part, which is an increase of 3 KS2 children from last year.

14 pupils from Year 3 enjoyed taking part in a skateboarding lesson led by a qualified skateboarding coach.  This opportunity was made possible through our Local School Games Organiser.

Pupil surveys show increased confidence in cycling for all 15 of these pupils, with 14 saying they feel confident that they can ride a bike safely, and 1 recognising that they still feel a little scared but their confidence has grown from what it was before the sessions.

 The number of year 6 pupils who could swim at least 25 metres / use a range of strokes affectively and perform safe self - rescue in different water – based situations was 15 / 22 which is 68%.  
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58 pupils from Year 1-6 took part in football club run by coaches from the ‘Sporting Community Trust’. Some children took part for just one term with approximately 50 pupils attended regularly each term. The Trust signposts players to it’s associated local grassroots football Club called ‘Sporting 87 FC’ where 8 Sexton’s Manor pupils regularly took part in Saturday morning recreational teams competitive football through being involved in Sporting 87 recreational teams (3 in the under 8’s, 2 in the under 10’s and 3 in the under 11’s).  In addition 3 children attended advanced level Academy sessions and played for the Sporting Trust’s elite teams in County FA competitions.
During the Summer Term Year 5 and 6 took part in 5 hockey sessions led by a specialist hockey coach courtesy of Bury Hockey Club.  
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
